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Health and Medical Information

Any Child or Staff discovered with acute signs or symptoms of the potentially contagious conditions listed below will be excluded for a short period of time until they are no longer contagious:

1. Oral temperature of 100 degrees or higher or auxiliary (armpit) temperature of 99 degrees or higher.

a. must be fever free for 24 hours prior to returning to school

2. Diarrhea (2 or more episodes of loose stools)

a. must be diarrhea free for 24 hours before returning

3. Vomiting, one or more times in a 24 hour period

a. must be free of vomiting for 24 before returning

4. Rash 

a. A physician must determine the illness is not considered a communicable disease or rash must be gone before returning.

5. Conjunctivitis (Pink Eye)

a. Eyes must be clear and not running with yellow or green drainage.
b. If child is sent home with drainage they must have a physician’s excuse to return.

c. Drainage due to allergies is usually clear and involves both eyes simultaneously. Conjunctivitis has a thick yellow or greenish colored drainage and typically involves only one eye. 
6. Head Lice

a. Hair must be treated and nits removed before returning 

7. Ringworm

a. Skin must be treated and drying before returning

* If your child is sent home with Fever, Diarrhea, or vomiting they may not return to school the following day AND must be free of the issue without medication for 24 hours prior to returning.
